The 2010 vintage in the Mosel was supercharged with full ripeness, astonishing acidity and dense 

mineral extract. It’s as if nature turned up the volume on every component of the wine. The mineral-

rich, blue Devonian slate soil gives the wine a crisp acidity that perfectly balances the pure peach and 

lemon fruit. It is an aristocratic and charming wine that dances gracefully on the palate.

The 2010 Chenin Blanc is summertime in the bottle with whispers of honeysuckle, pineapple, white 

peach and honeydew melon. On the palate, the wine expresses soft apple notes, cantaloupe, and 

pineapple, happily mingling with underlying chalky minerality and freshly grated lemon zest that keeps 

this wine fresh and crisp.

A blend of 57% Roussanne and 43% Grenache Blanc, this wine is a study in pome fruit - Asian pear and 

quince, with suggestions of honeydew, lime blossom and lilac. Made with biodynamic grapes from the 

Beeswax Vineyard in the Arroyo Seco AVA located within Monterey County.

Offering vibrant lemon-lime, floral and papaya nectar aromas. Hints of lemongrass, gooseberry and 

minerals - the signature of this grape varietal - add complexity. The flavors echo the aromas, while 

picking up lychee, melon and ginger spice. Beautifully balanced, this wine combines bright acidity with 

a creamy texture. Lemon custard nuances mingle in the fruit-intense finish.

A terrific wine-like rosé!  This is one of our favorite Rose Champagnes, period!  58% Chardonnay 

(entirely from Grands Crus vineyards), 34% Pinot Noir, plus 8% still Pinot Noir for color.  A blend of 

three different harvests, including 10% reserve wines. Aged at Gosset approximately 3-4 years in the 

bottle before release.  Salmon-orange color. Musky aromas of red berries, minerals, clove, horseradish 

and earth. Penetrating and vinous, with understated red berry flavors complicated by earth and spice 

notes. Intensely flavored but light on its feet. Finishes with superb, lingering fruit and noteworthy 

verve.  (No Happy Hour)

It has a beautiful vivid pink color, an intense, aromatic expression on the nose, with a bouquet of red 

fruits, strawberries and a floral touch. On the palate, it shows remarkable balance between freshness 

and aromatic splendor. Surely a rosé for pleasure, remarkably well vinified.

Transport yourself to Piazza San Marco in Venice and sip this "al fresco" in the afternoon like the 

Venetians do!   It has an intense bouquet of wild flowers and peaches, it oh-so-lively on the tongue, 

with a clean, lingering finish.  This does not aspire to mimic Champagne, it has a personality and style 

all its own!  Light, crisp, slightly sweet, and VERY refreshing.  The ultimate aperitif!

Pale yellow. Intensely mineral nose displays lemon, lime and wet stone scents. Racy and sharply 

focused, with vivid lemon/lime and green apple flavors underscored by talc and bitter quinine. Finishes 

with very good cut and lingering minerality.

13100% Cabernet Franc mostly from Saumur Champigny.  This sparkler is light and refreshingly crisp with 

a bouquet of red berries.  The taste is fresh, light and long on the palate.

This Chardonnay has a crisp, fruity nose.  This light-bodied wine has tastes of pear, apple, and citrus 

that combine with nice mineral notes.  It’s not complex but it is so easy to sip and perfect for a warm 

afternoon on the patio.

Intense nose of honeycomb, yellow apple and quince. A smoothly building attack with the right vibrant

tingle culminates in creamy flavors of apple, spice and honey. Emerging acidity through the middle and

finish intensify the flavors providing excitement and verve without any bitterness or sharpness.

Rich is the word that best both describes Chardonnay and explains its popularity. Its aroma is distinct, 

yet delicate, difficult to characterize, easier to recognize. It often smells like apples, lemons, peaches 

or tropical fruits. The ACVS Chard packs all of the above and more.

Aromas of raspberry, cherry, cedar, spice, caramelized brown sugar and sweet oak are accented by a hint of 

white pepper on this Zin blend. Dark cherry and raspberry flavors mingle with rich, compelling layers of 

blueberry, cedar and molasses. A smooth entry is followed by a full mid-palate with integrated nuances of fruit 

and oak leading to a long finish with totally resolved tannins. 72% Zinfandel, 18% Cabernet Sauvignon, 9% Merlot 

and 1% Cabernet Franc. (No Happy Hour)

It has a dark ruby color and a nose of fresh, ripe black cherry and blackberry, dark chocolate and what the 

French call "torifaction", the alluring smell of roasting coffee. On the palate, it has an attack full of explosive 

fruit and violets. It has a long finish echoing berry fruit and chocolate and grainy well-integrated tannins.

The 2009 Chateauneuf du Pape is a blend of 75% Grenache, 15% Syrah and the rest Mourvedre, Cinsault, 

Muscardin and Vaccarese from 70-year-old vines. It is a big, powerful wine offering a dark ruby/purple color, 

notes of plum sauce, violets, black cherries and raspberries, medium to full body, light to moderate tannins and 

beautiful density, texture and length.

12The 2007 vintage of our Sonoma County Cabernet Sauvignon has weight, structure and well integrated tannins. 

Dark berry flavors introduce the wine followed by hints of tea, cocoa and coffee. A well supported mid palate 

gives way to a long, soft finish.

20Hartwell Estate 2007 Misté Hill Cabernet Sauvignon exhibits attractive raspberry, grenadine and blueberry fruit 

with coffee and caramel notes. On the palate, the wine is generous, with sweet tannins and pure varietal 

character.

Sumptuous nose of dried black cherries overlays a sweet background of cassis. A caressing texture initially coats 

the mouth with pure flavors of black cherry that give way to dark berry, subtle cedar, smoke and graphite on a 

long evolving finish framed by just the right amount of acidity.   An absolute pleasure to roll around the 

mouth. (No Happy Hour)

Ruby red with shades of garnet, bright and clear. Fresh and expressive. Aromas of spices and Provencal herbs, 

delicately mixed with red fruit notes. A fine and elegant wine, with a solid tannic structure and balance 

marked by freshness.

An intriguing concoction of Tannat, Cinsault, Carignan, and Syrah.  It's peppery, earthy, meaty perfume could 

easily be confused with a southern French Cotes du Rhone.  It's dark ruby/ plum color, medium body and 

abundant fruit suggests it will drink nicely for the next couple of years. 21% Syrah, 18% Carignan, 18% Cinsault, 

13% Tannat, 11% Souzou, 10% Cabernet Franc, 6% Mouvedre, 3% Petite Sirah.

14Deep purple color with bright blueberry and floral notes.  Tight and focused and a complex mix of dried cherry, 

herb, anise and mineral notes that are balanced and rewarding.

Garnet with a purple edge. Earthy with vibrant aromas of raspberry, strawberry and cherry. Cherries, mint, and 

strawberry define the palate followed by soft notes of vanilla.  A velvety softness underpins the mouthfeel and 

offers a wine that is exquisitely approachable, yet able to age gracefully for several years.

Almost old-fashioned in its zesty combination of ripe berries, dried vanilla, hints of the earth and a wiry, tangy 

edge that adds to the wine's seeming rusticity, this one is full in body, ripe to the point of suggesting a bit of 

desiccation but also slightly pointed in character. 78% Zinfandel, 22% Petite Sirah.

This wine has floral notes of violets and irises on the nose, with hints of earth and vines. The palate is 

dominated by dark, lush plums and ripe black cherries, with a slight hint of mushrooms, enveloped in soft, 

velvet tannins with a balanced tingle of acidity. It finishes with the classic Chianti Classico signature of dark 

chocolate and tobacco, with lingering hints of orange peel. 80% Sangiovese 15% Merlot 5% Cabernet Sauvignon.

12The right wine for the job! A smooth and sassy blend of Syrah and Grenache, its crimson color shows with bright 

aromas of dark berry and spice box. The nice balance of fruit and spice combined with lively tannins and rich 

texture makes theis the perfect wine for roasted and grilled meats.

Maple and Bacon Caramels and pieces of dark Venezuelan chocolate: Salty and sweet anyone?  Chewy bacon is 

added to Snake and Butterfly's gourmet maple caramel and then dipped in their darkest chocolate.    Venezuelan 

chocolate pieces are single origin bean and have a smooth earthy flavor with hints of walnut and nutmeg.

Caramel Figs and pieces of dark Madagascar chocolate.  Caramel Figs. Dried figs are made into a paste and 

mixed with house made caramel and surrounded with dark chocolate.  Ivory Coast chocolate pieces are single 

origin made with beans from the Sambriano Valley in Madagascar. It is a powerhouse of bright fruit flavors, in 

particular raspberry and plum.

Honey Caramels and pieces of Cherry Chili chocolate.
Honey Caramels. Local organic honey is used to make these gourmet caramels which are dipped in dark chocolate.
